Abstract ; Nostalgia is of great benefit for maintaining individuals’ physical and mental health and for generating society’ s economic

value. A comprehensive examination of nostalgia’ s sub - classifications facilitates a deeper understanding of its nature and enriches our

comprehension of its consequences. Most existing studies treat nostalgia as a monolithic concept and lack in — depth discussion on its

different types. This article systematically introduces different sub — classifications of nostalgia from three different perspectives: cultur-

al,source — based and experiential. The characteristics, differences and similarities of different types of nostalgia are also analyzed and

compared. Moreover, it summarizes the effects of different types of nostalgia. Finally,this study proposes a two — dimensional framework

based on the nostalgic subject’ s reference point and the source of nostalgic psychological experience. This framework integrates different

types of nostalgia into a unified coordinate system,aiming to provide a more systematic analytical perspective for understanding the com-

plex manifestations of nostalgia and to offer a theoretical reference for further in — depth research.
